PREVIOUSLY DISCUSSED BUSINESS  

City Draft Ordinance No 104 - Zoning Ordinance Recodification – Mayor Shaw stated that the draft zoning ordinance will be reviewed by the Planning Commission on 8-24.
Review final draft of Police Labor Agreement. **
Mayor Shaw stated that the Police Labor agreement would be discussed in closed session at the end of the meeting.
Proposed Ordinance 131A - Amending Nuisance Ordinance related to Sexual         

       Offender residency - Further discussion was held by the City Council on the proposed ordinance.  Councilor Yort stated for the record that under the proposed ordinance property owners would be responsible not to rent to Level 3 offenders.  The draft ordinance will be reviewed further by the City Administrator and City Attorney and discussed by the council further at the September meeting. . 

Proposed Ordinance 15 - Creating an Ordinance regulating public use and trespass 
on City land and right-of-ways. Further discussion was held by the City Council on the proposed ordinance.  The ordinance will be reviewed further by the City Administrator and City Attorney and discussed by the council further at the September meeting. . 
NEW BUSINESS  

Amend Ordinance 151 - Setting  Fees - Tim Korby - LHB Engineering-  - was present to discuss the need to for the City to revise water and sewer rates  for the Department of Corrections and MSOP  properties. Mr. Korby discussed the background of the current Wastewater Treatment facility expansion. The City proceeded with WWTP and sewer system improvements.  The current phase of the project was financed through two bond sales in the amounts of $2,900,000 and  $4,200,000 through the Minnesota Public Facilities Authority.    The first $349,000 payment on these bonds is due August 20, 2010.    Mr. Korby stated that sewer user rates needed to be adjusted to DOC/MSOP from the current rate of $2.45 per 1000 gallons of water to $9.00 per thousand gallons. This adjusted rate would raise   sufficient funding  to cover the DOC/MSOP portion of the bond payments to the state of MN. Additionally a $42,000one time surcharge for a grinder pump installation and a $20,000 per quarter surcharge should be billed to DOC/MSOP for a portion of the temporary financing costs.  In 2011 a 15% increase in sewer rates should be implemented to Moose Lake residential accounts and the Windemere sewer district.
Motion by Huso to set sewer user rates to the Minnesota Department of Corrections/Minnesota Sex Offender Program Facility  to  $9.00 per 1000 gallons, a one-time surcharge of $42,000, for a portion of grinder pump installation costs and a $29,967 surcharge per quarter for 3 years.  Second by Yort and carried.  Carlson voted Naye
Mark Vahlsing discussed the need for the City to issue temporary bonds to pay for the first Public Facilities Authority bond payment.  The first payment for the Wastewater Treatment facility expansion financing is due August 20, 2010.  The payment amount is $349,000.   The bond sale is scheduled for August 20, 2010.
Motion by Yort to approve Resolution authorizing the sale of  $349,980  G.O. Utility Revenue Bonds - Series 2010A - Wastewater Expansion - second by Virden  and carried.   Carlson voted Naye
Bart Rodberg - McGladrey and Pullen – Presented a summary of the 2009 City of Moose Lake audit. 

Sewer Extension - Juniper Avenue - City Administrator Vahlsing explained the background on a

on a proposed  sewer extension along Juniper Avenue.  The extension would allow the City to directly access homes along the street as well as provide future capacity.  The length of the sewer extension would be approximately 220 feet.  The estimated cost would be $aproximately $6000 
Motion by Huso to authorize installation of sewer extension  along Juniper Av. , Second by Yort and carried
Acceptance and maintenance of Cherry Street- Mayor Shaw discussed the background of the acceptance of Cherry Street.  The item was previously discussed by the council.  A drawing was requested from Bill Hayden.  A bid was given by Carlton County Transportation.
