MINUTES

 Special City Council Meeting

Tuesday August 3, 2010
Call to Order.  Mayor Ted Shaw called the Tuesday, August 3, 2010, Special Meeting of the Moose Lake City Council to Order.  In addition to Mayor Ted Shaw the following City Councilors were in attendance:  Bill Carlson, Beth Virden, Curt Yort and Kris Huso.  City Councilors absent: None.   Also in attendance was City Administrator Mark Vahlsing, Police Chief Bryce Bogenholm, City Attorney Marguerite Doran and Lois Johnson, Arrowhead Leader.

New Business.

1. Proposed Ordinance 131A Amending Nuisance Ordinance related to Sexual Offender residency – Police Chief Bogenholm updated the council on the background leading to the development of the proposed ordinance.  City Attorney Doran provided further information on the legal basis of the proposed ordinance and revisions that had been made since the draft ordinance was first distributed.
The council discussed the ordinance further.  Mayor Shaw suggested that the council consider the ordinance further, and that it be placed on the agenda for the August 11, 2010 regular council meeting.
Motion by Councilor Virden to table Proposed Ordinance 131A Amending Nuisance Ordinance related to Sexual  Offender residency to August 11, 2010 council meeting. Seconded by Councilor Huso and approved.
2.  Proposed Ordinance 154 Creating an Ordinance regulating public use and trespass on City land and  right-of-ways.  City Administrator Vahlsing discussed the background of the development of the proposed ordinance.   City Attorney Doran stated that she based development of the proposed ordinance on applicable sections of  Minnesota state statutes.
The council discussed the ordinance further.  Mayor Shaw suggested that the ordinance be placed on the agenda for  the August 11, 2010 regular council meeting.

Motion by Councilor Yort to table the Proposed ordinance regulating public use and trespass on City land and right-of-ways. Seconded by Councilor Carlson and approved.

City Administrator Vahlsing updated the City Council on quotes received for employee health insurance.  The City had received quotes from Blue Cross, Medica and Preferred One for an HSA plan.  The Teamsters Labor Union provided a quote for their self -administered health plan.  After thorough review the Teamsters Plan provided the best coverage and the premiums were lower than the current HSA plan. Participation in the Teamsters plan did not require formal approval by the City council.
The City Council discussed the Teamsters Health Plan proposal, and the consensus was to participate in the program.

There being no further business the Moose Lake City Council,  Motion by Councilor Yort to adjourn the meeting at 6:10 PM, Second by Councilor Carlson and approved.  Meeting adjourned by Mayor Ted Shaw.
