Call to Order:  Mayor Ted Shaw called the meeting of the Moose Lake City Council to Order.  In addition to Mayor Ted Shaw, the following City Councilors were in attendance:  Bill Carlson, Curt Yort, Jim Michalski and Kris Huso.  Also in attendance: City Administrator, Mark Vahlsing; Chief of Police, Bryce Bogenholm; Meghann Condit, Carlton County Human Services; Tim Korby, LHB Engineering; Barney Hollis; Stan Jensen; Eddie Palkie; Deb Mohelski, Office Manager Water and Light; Mark Skelton, Manager Moose Lake Municipal Liquor Store; Lois Johnson; Yvonne Skelton.

A. Minutes
1. January 12, 2011, Regular Meeting, Moose Lake City Council. Motion to accept minutes with changes by Councilor Huso, seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried. 
B. Financial Reports

Motion to accept Consent Agenda and Financial Reports with additions/changes by Councilor Yort, seconded by Counselor Huso. Motion carried. 

PUBLIC COMMENT:  None.
PREVIOUSLY DISCUSSED BUSINESS: 
A. Update on wastewater billing dispute – Minnesota Department of Corrections – Tim Korby, LHB Engineering.  Updated the City Council on a meeting that was held with DHS and DOC leadership on February 4, 2011.  A revised growth projection for the two state facilities at Moose Lake was presented.  Leadership from DOC stated that there would not be growth at the Moose Lake facility for the next 30 years.  DHS indicated that despite the 2nd phase being under construction at the MSOP facility no additional flow would be added to the city’s wastewater system.  City Administrator Vahlsing stated to the state officials that construction was well underway for the lagoon expansion.  He also stated that the expansion was implemented due to state needs and that the state could not arbitrarily change it’s projections and expect not to pay for it’s portion of the expansion.  The City Engineer then provided further information on the status of the project.  The group plans on meeting again in 4 weeks or sooner.  

B. Finalize Committee Appointments. Those who were not already approved from Regular January City Council meeting were named by Mayor Shaw. A letter of interest had been received from Lisa Anderson-Reed for the Cable Television Public Access Coordinator position.  Both Administrator Vahlsing and Councilor Carlson recommended Lisa for the poition. Motion made to accept all appointees, including those made verbally, and appoint Lisa Anderson-Reed for the Cable Television Public Access Coordinator position by Councilor Carlson, seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried. 
C. City Personnel Policy.  Council committee to review draft policy. (Informational) May be presented to Council in April. 
D. Mlaskoch Excavating – Request for City to accept road in Park Place addition. Tim Korby recommends that if activity is seen going on in the Park Place addition that they contact him so as to make sure things are being done correctly.  
NEW BUSINESS: 
A. Presentation of MN Fit Cities Award & Active Living Coalition Update – Meghann Condit, Health Educator, Carlton County Public Health and Human Services.  Presented Mayor Shaw with the Govenor’s Fit City Award.  She also updated the Council on the status of the SHIP grant and Active Living Coalition  (State-Wide Health Improvement Program).  This program addresses poor nutrition, inadequate exercise, and tobacco use in 19 communities in NE MN..  
B. Report on 2010 City Engineering Activities – Tim Korby, LHB Engineering updated the City Council on projects that were completed in 2010. A large portion of the engineering work was dedicated to the Wastewater expansion project.  Tim also discussed projects that would be implemented in 2011 including new Pavilion project and the final phase of the Treatment Plan Project with MSOP and DOC. 
C. Optical Switching Building – Northeast Service Cooperative Middle Mile Fiber Project Discussed later in meeting.
D. Municipal Liquor Store – Dram Shop Insurance Renewal. Received two quotes; Capital Security Insurance through Wells Fargo Insurance and Founders Insurance through Davidson Insurance.   Administrator Vahlsing recommended going with Capital Insurance premium $6500 as it is about a $7,000 annual savings.  Yvonne Skelton expressed concern with the City insuring with Captial Insurance since she had been told by the company that they would not be issuing policies in 2011 in greater MN. She also expressed concern that Capital was not admitted in MN as an accepted carrier  Motion made to continue with Davison Insurance Agency at current coverage for 2011 renewal by Councilor Huso. Councilor Yort against motion. Motion withdrawn by Councilor Huso. Motion made to increase coverage to 500,000/1,000,000 through Davidson Insurance Agency by Councilor Huso, seconded by Councilor Carlson. Motion carried. 
E. Resolution 11-02-01 Moose Lake Fire Department Relief Association Charitable Gambling Application. Motion made by Councilor Huso to accept Resolution 11-02-01, seconded by Councilor Yort..  Motion carried.  Councilor Michalski abstained since he was a member of the Relief Association
F. Friends of Animals Humane Society – Contract for animal pickup and shelter.  Administrator Vahlsing discussed the proposed 2011 contract for animal pick-up services with the Friends of Animals shelter in Cloquet.  He stated that the City is paying a very reasonable price for the services it recieves. Motion made by Councilor Michalski to renew contract with Friends of Animals Humane Society  for 2011, seconded by Councilor Yort.  Motion carried. 
G. Councilor Carlson – Review Agreements: Councilor Carlson reviewed the status of telecommunications agreements with the Council:


1. Mediacom Cable Franchise Agreement renewal


2. Mediacom Corporate Change 

Resolution 11-02-02. Motion made by Councilor Huso to pass  Resolution 11-02-02 consenting to Mediacom Corporate Restructuring, seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried.
3.  Water Tower Lease Agreement. 
4. Pole Agreement. 

5. Northeast Network Service Agreement.  A special meeting will be held in March to 
review options for a new building to house an Optical Tansport Network serving the City.  
Councilor Carlson recommends the two lots to be site of Optical Switching Building. 
Ideal site as close to Water and Light building for backup power usage.  
H. MSOP – MPCA Pharmaceutical Waste Notification. Administrator Vahlsing reviewed a permit notification received from the MPCA concerning the disposal of regulated drugs into the city wastewater system by MSOP.  Approximately 30 pills a month would be disposed of in the City wastewater system per month according to the notice.  Councilor Carlson felt that the drugs could pose a risk to the City’s wastewater system and should be discussed further with MSOP.  Councilor Yort recommended sending MSOP a written response that the City is opposed to MSOP disposing the medications into the City sewer system.
