CALL TO ORDER.  Mayor Ted Shaw called the Wednesday, July 14th, 2010 Regular 
Meeting of the Moose Lake City Council to Order.  After calling the meeting to Order, 
Mayor Shaw asked those in attendance to join with the City Council in reciting the Pledge 
of Allegiance.  In addition to Mayor Shaw the following City Councilors were in 
attendance:  Bill Carlson, Curt Yort, Kris Huso and Beth Virden.  Also in 
attendance were Assistant City Administrator Jean Hedin., and Moose Lake Power [Water 
and Light] Commission Office Manager Deb Mohelski. 


Upon being seated, Mayor Shaw asked if there were any additions or changes to the Agenda that members of the City Council or the Administration wished to present at this time.   Mayor Ted Shaw stated that he had an addition.  He announced that he wanted to call for a Special Joint Meeting with the City Council and the Moose Lake Park Board for sometime the first week of August.   The Date yet to be determined and Park Board and City Council will be notified.   He informed the Council that he wants three items under unfinished business tabled.  These items are City Sales Tax, Lodging Tax and Girl Scout Camper Cabin.  He also wants Suggested Ordinance Amendment 128 A-1 Tabled.   Mayor Shaw also moved Tim Caroline’s presentation up to be given directly after the consent agenda.    Mayor Shaw then entertained a Motion to approve the Agenda as amended.  Under a Motion being made by City Councilor Curt Yort, and with a second to the Motion being made and offered by City Councilor Kris Huso, the Agenda was approved as amended unanimously via voice vote. Carlton County EDA and the June 21st 4th of July Minutes Moose Lake Park Board 
The Minutes are presented to update the City Council about the operations of the City’s 
Electric Utility 
Enterprise Fund, the Fire Protection District the Carlton County EDA and 
the Moose Lake Park Board do not need to be approved by formal action of the City 
Council.

Tim Caroline, Superintendent of the Moose Lake Community Schools gave a Power Point 
Presentation for informational purposes on the November 2, 2010 Operating Referendum.  

Mr. Caroline explained that State funding has not kept up with inflationary costs.  Schools 
now depend on referendum funds to provide basic programs and educational opportunities 
that their students and residents expect.   Mr. Caroline further explained that this is not 
for a new building but for additional funds to help run our schools and support student 
programs.  The existing 
referendum of 
@$250.00 per pupil will expire in 2012 and the 
district is proposing to increase the per 
pupil amount by an additional $150.00 for a total 
of $400.00 per 
pupil which is well below the state average referendum which is 
$847.00 
per pupil. Mr. Caroline gave an example of the Tax Impact on a home valued at 
$200,000.  He stated that you are currently paying $105.00 per year in voter-approved 
taxes.  This tax would be rescinded and replaced by the new yearly tax of $168.00 per year.  
The increase over what you are currently paying would be $63.00 per year or $5.25 per 
month. Mayor Shaw thanked Superintendent Caroline for giving this informative 
presentation and asked him to come again to the August City Council meeting and give this 
presentation again.

City Engineer Greg Stoewer along with Jay Bergmann was present to give the Monthly 
Project Status Report[s].  Councilor Yort questioned why 2 pieces of sidewalk on second 
street had not been replaced.  Stoewer stated he will check into this.  Stoewer also 
informed the Council he will no longer be working with LHB.  He has taken a job with the 
City of Duluth.  He reassured the Council that he will be available if the need arises to help 
any way he can.  Tim Wedin will be in charge of the Sewer Pond Project.  Mayor Shaw 
thanked Mr. Stoewer for his ten plus years of service with the City of Moose Lake and 
helping us out after the death of City Administrator Talbot.  Stoewer also asked that the 
Council approve MN PFA Grant Application Resolution and explained that this is a 
Resolution Authorizing the City of Moose Lake to Submit a Phosphorus Reduction Grant 
Application.  

After discussion on the need for Phosphorus Reduction, a Motion was introduced by 
Councilor Huso with a seconded being offered by Councilor Yort to adopt Minnesota
Public Facilities Authority Grant Application Resolution Number 10-07-01. 
Approved unanimously via voice vote.  [5-0]

City Gardener – Bonnie Mackin’s request to attend an ISA Certified Arborist Course for a Total Cost of 793.95 was presented to the Council.  Councilor Yort commented on how nice all the city gardens look.  He wanted assurance that the City will be the benefactor of her training.  Ass’t City Administrator stated that as far as she knows Bonnie has no intentions of leaving the employment of the City of Moose Lake.
A Motion was introduced by Councilor Yort with a seconded being offered by Councilor Virden to allow Bonnie Mackin to attend the ISA Certified Arborists Course for a total cost not to exceed 793.95.    Approved unanimously via voice vote.  [5-0]

Assistant City Administrator reported that although the City Council had previously adopted ordinance #152 Water Sewer and Electric Ordinance it had not been published and the motion to adopt had been omitted from the Minutes.  City Attorney Marguerite Doran suggested that the Council re-adopt this ordinance and have it published to make it enforceable.
A Motion was introduced by Councilor Carlson with a seconded being offered by Councilor Huso to Re-adopt Ordinance Number 152, Water Sewer and Electric Ordinance.  This Ordinance becomes effective from and after its passage and publication.  A complete copy of this Ordinance is on file in the City Administrators Office.   Approved unanimously via voice vote.
