SPECIAL MEETING

MOOSE LAKE CITY COUNCIL
Monday, August 29 2011

6:30 PM

Call to Order.  Acting Mayor Yort called the special meeting of the Moose Lake City Council to order.  In addition to Acting Mayor Yort the following City Councilors were in attendance:  Kris Huso, Jim Michalski and Mike Peterson.   Absent Mayor Shaw
Also in attendance: Mark Ruff, Ehlers and Associates, Dean Paulson, Tracy Matuseki, Dorette Christenson, Gayle Lundgren
The purpose of the special meeting Mayor Shaw stated that the purpose of the special meeting was to discuss the status of outstanding wastewater billing with the MN Department of Corrections.  
Motion by Huso to accept June 25, 2011 special meeting agenda, Second by Michalski.  Motion Carried

Tim Wedin of LHB Engineering reviewed options for changing the scope of the Wastewater Expansion Project to reflect revised flow needs of the state facilities three options were discussed.  They ranged from no expansion to a flow rate increase of 200,000 gallons per day.  The cost per thousand gallons is reduced as the size of the contract increases.  If the project were cancelled the current wastewater facility would be able to treat the additional 33,000 gallons per day of flow that has been contracted with the Moose Lake Windemere Sewer District.     
Mayor Shaw asked for the special meeting to be closed according to attorney client privilege concerning the wastewater billing dispute.

Motion by Michalski, to close the Special Council meeting. Second by Huso.  Motion Carried 
Closed session

Motion by Peterson to re-open special council meeting Second Michalski Motion carried.
Jaramie Logelin of the MN Pollution Control Agency updated the Council on the status of the wastewater discharge permit with the MSOP.  The original discharge permit for the second phase of the MSOP facility called for 67,000 gallons a day of wastewater discharge.  After reviewing flow data the MSOP requested that the permit be adjusted to reflect no additional flow into the City wastewater system. MPCA agreed with the request and revised the permit to reflect current flow data.  MSOP indicated that they could not commit to additional flow for a third phase.  If another phase is ever added in the future there would be an additional approximately 47,000 gallons of flow into the City wastewater system.  
Motion by Peterson to authorize City Attorney to work with Kennedy and Graven to prepare letters asking for final clarification of wastewater flow needs for MSOP facility and Moose Lake Windemere Sewer District.  Second Michalski.  Motion Carried.

Motion by Michalski to adjourn special council meeting at 7:30 p.m..  Second by Peterson.  Motion Carried
