Call to Order.  Mayor Ted Shaw called the Monday June 28th, 2010 Special Meeting of     

the Moose Lake City Council to Order at or about 4:00 p.m.  After calling the meeting to Order, Mayor Shaw asked those in attendance to join with the City Council in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.  In addition to Mayor Ted Shaw the following City Councilor were in attendance:  Bill Carlson, Kris Huso, Curt Yort, and Beth Virden.  City Councilor absent:  None.  Also in attendance  Assistant City Administrator Jean Hedin.

New Business.

Mayor Shaw explained the changes in the contract with the Covenant Church in regard to the New Water Line.  When the line is dug up, we will look for blockage in the 4” water line and  if it is good it will be hooked up to the 6” line.  If not we want option to replace that piece of pipe.  We want to be held harmless after this is done.  Councilor Carlson thought that a flow test would hold us harmless.  Mayor Shaw explained that they may not have pressure even after all this has been done.   Mayor Shaw further explained that there could be an additional cost of up to $5000.00 and he does not want to proceed without Councils approval.   Councilor Virden felt this was minimal.  Councilor Carlson is still concerned that the Church has full occupancy and they have not fulfilled their parking requirements.  City Engineer Greg Stoewer had applied for a permit through Mn DOT to cut into State Hwy 73 that has expired but Mayor Shaw has checked and this permit can be renewed.  Mayor Shaw also explained that due to a huge bolder we need a loop system.  This system will benefit more than the just the church as right now the water system dead ends at both 5th and 6th street.

     After further discussion, a Motion was introduced by Councilor Yort with a second being
     offered by Councilor Virden to  approve the contract with the Covenant Church

     and Miller Architects and to  pay for 1/3 of costs as presented by Mayor Shaw. Vote

     approved unanimously via voice vote.  [5-0].   

     Chief Bryce Bogenholm presented the council with an quote for a New Squad Car with
     equipment.  Chief Bogenholm explained that we have had breakdowns and large repair
     expenses with the newest squad car which is a 2007 Crown Victoria.   We have put over $6,000 
     into it in the last month or so.  It currently has over 140,000 miles on it.    Chief Bogenholm
     gave the council the quote for a new Dodge Charger and explained that the County has gone
     with this model and has had fewer repair expenses.  The quote he presented was through the
     State Bid process and the total price with equipment is $33,243.00.  Chief Bogenholm
     suggested that we should be on a 3 year replacement program purchasing a new squad every 3
     years.  Bogenholm also explained the equipment includes a new Video Recorder which makes
              it easier for prosecution.  He would like to keep the 2007 as a backup and sell the 2002 Crown Victoria.  Councilor Virden asked if there were any grants available.  Bogenhom stated he has not heard of any.  Councilor Carlson stated that is why we need to go back to MSOP for a bill to help finance Public Safety.  Bogenholm stated he will be meeting with Hilty and Lourey next Thursday for a meet and greet.   Councilor Carlson would like Assistant City Administrator Jean Hedin to look into the best way to finance this.  A Motion was introduced by Councilor Virden with a second being offered by Councilor Huso to purchase a 2010 Dodge Charger with equipment under the State Bid Process for the quoted price of approximately $ 33,243.00. Vote approved unanimously via voice vote.  [5-0].   


Assistant City Administrator Jean Hedin explained the need for the City to apply for a
 
Conditional Use Permit for the land the City is in the process of buying for the sewer pond

 
expansion.  The land the City is purchasing is zoned Agricultural under the county’s
 
Zoning Ordinance and the City needs a Conditional Use or we could go through a friendly

 
annexation before we can proceed with the expansion.   City Attorney Marguerite Doran 


has recommended that we apply for a Conditional Use for this property as it appears this

 
would take less time and effort.  A Motion was introduced by Councilor Huso and a 


second was offered by Council Curt Yort to apply for a Conditional Use Permit through

 
Carlton County to allow the City of Moose Lake to operate a sewer pond system in an area zoned Agricultural. Vote approved unanimously via voice vote.  [5-0].
