Call to Order.  Mayor Shaw called the special meeting of the Moose Lake City Council to order.  In addition to Mayor Shaw, the following City Councilors were in attendance:  Bill Carlson, Curt Yort, Jim Michalski and Kris Huso.   

Planning Commission Chairman Hayden called the special meeting of the Planning Commission to order.

In addition to Chairman Hayden the following members were present: Mayor Shaw, Councilor Yort, Greg Sarvela, and JoAnne Unzen.

Also in attendance: City Administrator Mark Vahlsing,  Lyle MacVey-NESC,  Mark Wirtanen,  -Cory Coughlin, Mike Komula,  Deb Mohelski- Moose Lake Power & Light,  Lois Johnson, Arrowhead –Leader Newspaper. 

Pledge of Allegiance
Northeast Service Cooperative- Middle Mile Fiber Project and Technology Park

Overview presentation on Technology Concept and Community Broadband Fiber Ring
Councilor Carlson reviewed a PowerPoint presentation on the concepts of a Technology park and Community Fiber Ring.  

Change the designation of Lots 6 & 7, Block 49 tank (Water Tower) to Tech 
(Technology Park
 Chairman Hayden stated that the Technology building would require a Conditional Use Permit. 
Administrator Vahlsing stated that the building would be an n essential use if it was owned by the City.  As such it would not require a conditional use permit or re-zoning.

Motion by Sarvela for Planning Commission to recommend changing the designation of Lots 6 & 7, Block 49 tank (Water Tower) to Tech (Technology Park).  Second by Unzen and carried.

Approve the Conceptual Sketch of the Technology Park Site.
Motion by Sarvela for the Planning Commission to recommend approval of the conceptual sketch of the Technology Park Site. Second by Unzen and carried.
Approve the site for the new NESC optical switching building.
Lyle MacVey stated that the NE Service Cooperative Project would need a small building for the Optical Transport Network station.  The fiber would be brought to the site and would be connected when the building construction is completed.  

Greg Sarvela stated that Moose Lake Power and Light would like to construct a 40 x 50 building with office space, training and possibly garage space.  The optical transport network would be contained in a secure area of the building.  
Mayor Shaw stated that the building would be developed to meet the needs of both the City and Power and light.
Approve the fiber route for the Community Ring.  Emergency response center.  (Command Center), Community Center (Communications Center) 

Councilor Carlson reviewed the existing fiber route through the City.  He discussed the critical points in the City that needed to be included as part of an inner-fiber ring through the City.  
Lyle MacVey stated that the NE Service Cooperative would work with the City to provide more information on the cost of installing fiber to an inner-ring.     
Approve the Fiber Path for the NESC Middle Mile Network
Lyle MacVey stated that the Northeast Middle Mile Fiber project would be installed through Moose Lake starting in early summer of 2011.  NESC would work with the City to obtain right of way permits and where possible work within existing utility easements
Motion by Sarvela, Second by Unzen for the Planning Commission to recommend approval of the fiber route for the Community Ring.  Emergency response center.  (Command Center), Community Center (Communications Center) 

 Review the NESC Network Service Agreement.
Councilor Carlson stated that the agreement will be reviewed further by the City Council after more information is provided by NE Service Cooperative.  
Authorize Building permit authorization for Technology/Optical Network Building.
Mayor Shaw stated the the Technology/Optical Network Building would need be designed to meet the needs of both the Power and Light and the City.  The Power and Light Commission would need to finalize their needs for the building at the April meeting.  
Lyle MacVey stated that the Architect working with the Middle Mile Fiber project Mark Wirtanen would work with the City and Power and Light to design a building.
Discussion on Right of Way permit and easements.
Councilor Carlson stated that need for the Middle Mile Fiber project to follow the required right-of-way permitting application process.

Motion by Councilor Michalski to Change the designation of Lots 6 & 7, Block 49 tank (Water Tower) to Tech (Technology Park and Approve the Conceptual Sketch of the Technology Park Site, and Approve the site for the new NESC optical switching building and Approve the fiber route for the Community Ring.  Emergency response center.  (Command Center), Community Center (Communications Center). Second by Huso and carried
