Call to Order.  Mayor Ted Shaw called the Wednesday, September 13, 2010 Special Joint  Meeting of the Moose Lake City Council and Park Board to Order at or about 6:00 p.m.  In addition to Mayor Ted Shaw and Assistant City Administrator Jean Hedin the following City Councilors were in attendance:  Bill Carlson & Kris Huso.  City Councilors absent:  Curt Yort,  Beth Virden and City Administrator Mark Vahlsing. Moose Lake Park Board Members in Attendance:  Todd Kneeland, Lisa Houche- Mathews, Barney Hollis, Peggy Lundberg and Veronica Fenice.  Member Absent:  Lowell Urban.

New Business.  The Purpose of this meeting was to meet with the Park Board to familiarize the Council with their current and past issues.  Mayor Shaw opened up the meeting by explaining to the Park Board that no current budget figures were available for the 2011 year.  When they are available the Park Board will receive a copy.  Shaw also explained the Cities loss of Local Government Aid and the affect it may have on the City.  Peggy Lundberg questioned Mayor Shaw as to the reason the Girl Scout Camper Cabin was not accepted by the City Council for construction in the Campground after it was approved by the Park Board.   Mayor Shaw explained liability issues and vandalism were some of the reasons for the Council’s action.  Barney Hollis stated that the Girl Scouts have moved on to another project so this is no longer an issue.  Mayor Shaw also read a portion of the Ordinance which creates the Park Board and felt that the Park Board could have acted on the camper cabin without the Council’s consent.  Councilor Kris Huso disagreed and would like the City attorney to clarify that part of the Ordinance. 
Mayor Shaw informed the Park Board that members from the Age to Age Committee were present along with John Gerzina from DSGW Architects to give them a presentation on the expansion project they are working on for Riverside Arena.  Mayor Shaw also informed them that the Arena falls under the umbrella of the Park Board and they would need to approve the concept of this plan in order for it to move on to the City Council for approval.  Councilor Carlson stated he would like to see the Park Board do a Strategic Plan but Mayor Shaw stated that all these people are volunteers and it would take a tremendous amount of time and energy to come up with one.  Mayor Shaw informed the Park Board that the Park Board Ordinance was available on the City of Moose Lake’s Web Site for their review.  Mayor Shaw would like the Council and Park Board to hold joint meetings a couple of times a year.
Todd Knee land informed the council of the success of the Old Fashioned 4th of July Celebration in the City Park.  All in all it was well received so they hope to expand on this concept and do this again next year
