  Wednesday, September 8, 2010
Call to Order.  Mayor Ted Shaw called the meeting of the Moose Lake City Council to Order.  In addition to Mayor Ted Shaw the following City Councilors were in attendance:  Bill Carlson, Beth Virden and Kris Huso.  City Councilors absent:  Curt Yort.  Also in attendance was City Administrator Mark Vahlsing, Street Department Superintendent Spencer Skelton, Mike Komula & Deb Moheiski Moose Lake Power and Light,  Dan Lilya, Lois Johnson, Shawn Morrison,

 Motion by Carlson to accept September consent agenda.  Second by Virden and carried.

PREVIOUSLY DISCUSSED BUSINESS  

Tim Caroline Superintendent – Moose Lake School District Excess Levy Referendum- Superintendent Caroline discussed the proposed Excess Levy Referendum.  
City Draft Ordinance No 104 - Zoning Ordinance Re-codification
Mayor Shaw discussed the status of the draft zoning ordinance.  The planning commission reviewed the draft zoning ordinance at their August 24, 2010 meeting.  At that meeting the planning commission recommended the ordinance to the council for final review and adoption.   
Mayor Shaw stated that a special joint meeting with the council and planning commission would be set for September 28, 2010. The purpose of the special meeting will be to review the draft zoning ordinance.
Possible improvements to Cherry Street- Street Superintendent Skelton
Mayor Shaw discussed the history of the request to improve Cherry Street.  The council has previously discussed the request to make minor improvements to the street. The original request to improve the street came from a resident with a handicapped child.  Busses were not able to get to the house to pick the child up.   Street Superintendent Skelton 

 stated that minor improvement needs to make to make the street passable.  He stated that Carlton County would be able to grade and add class five fill for approximately $3500.   

Motion by Carlson to authorize City Administrator to set up minor improvements to Cherry Street keeping costs in the range of $3500-$5000. Second by Huso and carried.
Proposed Ordinance 154 - Creating an Ordinance regulating public use and trespass 
            on City land and right-of-ways.
Mayor Shaw discussed the status of proposed Ordinance 154.  It had been previously tabled pending revisions from the City attorney.    Councilor Carlson suggested that this Ordinance be added to Ordinance 147.  The council discussed the ordinance further.
Motion by Huso, to approve Ordinance 154, Second by Virden and carried 3-1.  Ayes Shaw, Huso, Virden, Nay Carlson

Proposed Ordinance 131A - Amending Nuisance Ordinance related to Sexual

NEW BUSINESS  

 Tom Anderson, Anderson Egg Service – Request to purchase 11’ x 50’ portion of Block 38- Lot 13 Original Plat. 
Mr. Anderson has offered to pay $1100 plus City legal and recoding fees to purchase an 11’ x 50’ portion of Block 38- Lot 13 Original Plat. 
Councilor Carlson suggested that the City grant Mr. Anderson an easement instead of selling the property.  Mr. Anderson stated that he would prefer to purchase the property in case his business expands to the north.  He also stated that he would agree to grant the City an easement and access to the rear of his property...
Motion by Huso to authorize sale of 11’ x 39’ portion of Block 38- Lot 13 Original Plat for $1100 to Tom Anderson – Anderson Egg Service.  Sale contingent on granting of easement for all existing public utilities and access to rear of Anderson property.  Second by Virden and Carried unanimously 
 Jon Brown Drive Street light options
Moose Power and Light Superintendent Mike Komula requested approval to extend decorative street lights on Jon Brown Drive.  He stated that there was not currently funding available to complete decorate street lights.  The cost to install 6 street lights would cost approximately $13,500.
Mayor stated that light needed to be installed, and that the City should install standard street lights at three key intersections along Jon Brown Drive,

Motion Carlson to authorize installation of standard street lighting at intersections along Jon Brown Drive second by Huso and carried  

Update Corporate Authorization Resolution – First National Bank Moose Lake

Motion by Huso to adopt the updated Corporate Authorization Resolution with the First National Bank of Moose Lake.  Second by Virden and carried

Set maximum 2011 Levy and date for Truth in Taxation hearing.   
Administrator Vahlsing presented a range of scenarios and impacts for the 2011 City Maximum Tax Levy.  He stated that the there was a great deal of concern with the possibility of large reductions of state aid in 2011 and 2012.  He also discussed the option adding a debt levy from 1998 to the levy.  This scenario would result in a 13.5% overall increase.  The levy that would be approved by the council at this meeting would be the maximum amount and could be lowered by the end of the year when the final levy is set.  The council must also set the date for the Truth in Taxation meeting in December of 2010... 

Motion by Carlson to set the maximum 2011 levy at $455,451 (13.5% increases) with a goal of setting a 10% increase for the final levy in December. And set the date for the Truth in Taxation meeting. for December 8, 2010 at 5:30 PM    Second by Huso and carried.

Small Cities Development Program Cooperative Agreement between Carlton County and the City.
Administrator Vahlsing discussed a request by Carlton County Economic Development for the City to participate in a Small Cities Development Application.  Funds would be used for residential and commercial rehabilitation in Carlton County including the City of Moose Lake.  There would be no financial obligation for the City.   

Motion by Carlson to approve a Small Cities Development Program Cooperative Agreement between Carlton County and the City Second by Huso and carried
