Call to Order:  Mayor Ted Shaw called the meeting of the Moose Lake City Council to Order.  In addition to Mayor Ted Shaw, the following City Councilors were in attendance:  Curt Yort, Jim Michalski, Kris Huso and Michael Peterson.  

Also in attendance was: City Administrator, Mark Vahlsing; Bill Carlson, Deb Shaw, Jean DeRungs, Dean Paulson, Barney Hollis, Joan Hedin, Ernie Mueller, Ione Johnson, Lois Johnson, Deb Mohelski, Dan Benzie, Stephen Bubul; Attorney with Kennedy & Graven. 
Motion made by Councilor Michalski to accept agenda with additions, seconded by Councilor Huso.  Motion carried.  
Motion made by Councilor Yort to accept consent agenda, seconded by Councilor Huso. Motion carried.  
PUBLIC COMMENT
Bill Carlson, Moose Lake Library Board – spoke of transitioning from a TV Access Channel to Video on IP. Ideal time for the City to make this transition. The current Community Access/Public Safety (CAPS) Network can serve three purposes: Public Access Channel is capable of live broadcast of community events; Public Safety Communications (Surveillance) Network with monitoring capabilities; In the event of a manmade or natural disaster, CAPS Network serves as a backup communications network for first responders.  
· The Library Board is recommending that the City Council consider the points commented on in their strategic action plan.  This will insure that the whole process will not become fragmented, but CAPS Network will continue to develop at an affordable pace.  The three main points for justification of additional state funds are: Hire an additional police officer assigned to strengthen the relationships between the city and state facilities and manage the Public Safety portion; Help in the recruitment and retention of state employees by utilizing broadband to facilitate outside opportunities; and purchase a fire apparatus specifically designed to protect the state facilities.  
· The role of the Moose Lake Public Library would be to monitor the overall progress of implementing the “CAPS” Network and insure that the City’s individual efforts follow the approved criteria.  

Bill Carlson and Administrator Vahlsing will be meeting and developing a memorandum of understanding recommendation to the Council.  Mayor Shaw thanked the Library Board for their attendance tonight and their dedication. 
PREVIOUSLY DISCUSSED BUSINESS  
Resolution 01-07-11 Authorize sale of $1,080,000 G.O. Capital   Improvement Bonds Series 2011A.  City Hall/Community Building and Emergency Services Building. 

Administrator Vahlsing updated the Council on the status of the proposed City Hall and Emergency Services Building refinancing.  The next step in the re-financing process would be to authorize the bond sale.  If authorized Ehlers will seek bids from investment firms and banks.    Based on the debt service schedule options the overall savings for the City Hall Building would be $78,000. The total savings for the Emergency Services Building would $21,179.  Both re-financings would count against the 3% overall debt limit.  The bond sale would use approximately 28% of the debt limit. 
The sale was reviewed by Moose Lake Township and the Moose Lake Fire District in July.  Both entities have agreed to the sale.  The Township will be paying a portion of their outstanding debt off before the bond sale.  The township would like to extend the current 18-year lease another 20 years.  A new lease will be provided as part of the bond documents.  
Motion made by Councilor Huso to accept Resolution 01-08-11 Authorize sale of $1,080,000 G.O. Capital Improvement Bonds Series 2011A. City Hall/Community Building and Emergency Services Building. Seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried.  
Arena Director Job Description. Authorize Advertising.
Administrator Vahlsing requested the Council authorize advertising for the Park Arena Director position should begin by the end of July so the person selected is in place by early September.
Motion made by Councilor Peterson authorizing the advertising for the Park Arena Director Position, seconded by Councilor Yort.  Motion carried.  
Update on wastewater billing dispute, – Minnesota Department of Corrections.
Administrator Vahlsing stated that there was no new information to report.

Review Riverside Arena Draft lease Agreement - Dan Benzie Moose Lake Hockey 
Association.
Dan Benzie of the Moose Lake Hockey Association requested Council approval of the 
Draft lease between the Hockey Association and the City. The draft lease was reviewed 
By the City Attorney.  The City Attorney’s comments have been reviewed by the Hockey
Association.  They agree with the changes.  Administrator Vahlsing would recommend 
That the Council adopts the lease with the City Attorney’s revisions  
Councilor Peterson made a motion to approve the lease agreement with the Moose lake Hockey Association contingent on the incorporation of the City Attorney’s comments.  Seconded by Councilor Huso.  Motion carried.  

NEW BUSINESS  
 
Authorize creation of Active Living Committee – Mayor Shaw.
Mayor Shaw requested that the City Council establish a committee to continue the activities of the SHIP Program.  The Committee membership should reflect area representation.  The Board could have 5-7 members.  There could be specific representation from the Mayor or Council, Moose Lake and Windemere Townships.  Due to their involvement in the program the School District could also have a member.  The remainder of the Board could be At-large members.  The Board would meet monthly or quarterly to help continue the goals of the Healthy Communities Program.  Meghann Condit from Carlton County Human Services would also continue to assist the committee. 
Motion made by Councilor Yort to authorize creation of an Active Living Committee, seconded by Councilor Michalski.  Motion carried.  
Discuss and possibly authorize date for Local Option Sales tax –Non binding 
Referendum.  
Mayor Shaw discussed the status of the city’s request for local option sales tax authority. 

The final tax bill approved in the Minnesota special legislative session gave cities that are

Support for the tax. Carlton County Auditor, Paul Gassert, is working with the State 
Auditor’s office to determine how the special election should be structured.  Mayor Shaw

would like the council to consider scheduling a referendum early in 2012.  He also stated 
that the special referendum will be discussed further toward the end of the year

Administrator Vahlsing requested Council consideration for a 2011 cost of living increase for non-union employees.  Mayor Shaw asked the council to consider possible increase amounts and that the subject would be reviewed further at the September meeting.
