 Wednesday, December 8, 2010 – 6:30 pm

Call to Order:  Mayor Ted Shaw called the meeting of the Moose Lake City Council to Order.  In addition to Mayor Ted Shaw, the following City Councilors were in attendance:  Bill Carlson, Curt Yort, and Kris Huso.  City Councilors absent:  Beth Virden.  Also in attendance was City Administrator Mark Vahlsing, Assistant City Administrator Jean Hedin, Library Director Deb Shaw Police Chief Bryce Bogenholm, Street Department Superintendent Spencer Skelton, Deb Mohelski Moose Lake Power and Light, Lois Johnson, Barney Hollis, Sue Benzie, Liquor Store Manager Mark Skelton, Jim Michalski, Eddie Jane Pelkey, Ron Goldberg

Pledge of Allegiance recited. 

Counselor Huso made a motion to accept the agenda, seconded by Counselor Yort. Motion Carried 

CONSENT AGENDA: 
Minutes and Financial Reports. 
Correction made to Motion on page 8 that Councilor Yort made the motion and Councilor Carlson seconded. 
Motion made to accept the consent agenda by Counselor Yort, seconded by Counselor Huso. Motion carried. 

PUBLIC COMMENT: None

PREVIOUSLY DISCUSSED BUSINESS: 

 Final Review Proposed 2011 Budget. Administrator Vahlsing reviewed the final proposed budget.  The Council had no further questions on the proposed budget. .

Counselor Yort made a motion to accept the  2011 Proposed budget, seconded by Counselor Carlson.  Motion carried. 

Motion made by Counselor Carlton, for levy to be set at 9.8% from previous 15% seconded by Counselor Huso. Motion carried. 

Follow up to Municipal Liquor Store discussion regarding public hearing.  Administrator Vahlsing recommended a committee is formed to include him, Counselor Yort and Liquor Store Manager Mark Skelton to help communicate to council on discussions and recommendations starting after first of the year, meeting on a monthly basis. The committee will report to the Council on a monthly basis. 

Update on wastewater billing dispute with MN Dept of Corrections.  A meeting was held December 3, 2010. Administrator Vahlsing, Mayor Shaw, Councilor Carlson attended along with Senator Lourey and Representative Hilty. Representatives from the MN Department of Corrections, and Human Services also attended the meeting.  Recommendation to keep a tight meeting schedule on a monthly basis was agreed upon.  Deputy Commissioner Crist from DOC discussed a study that was being conducted by the state to compare the rates of Commercial and institutional users in the City.  Administrator Vahlsing requested that the rate study also compare sewer rates at other state correctional facilities.  DOC wants to wait for study results to get back to determine if the revised rates adopted by the City were equitable.  DOC feels MSOP needs to be billed separately. The rate study is scheduled for the end of February 2011.  Mayor Shaw recommended that all Council members be at the next meeting. MSOP, DOC, City of ML and Windemere Sanitary are 4 public entities that are affected in this impact. 

First Draft – City Personnel Policy.  Administrator Vahlsing asked for a committee to review the policy. Mayor Shaw recommended Counselor Huso and the City Attorney sit on this committee.  There are some union issues and language that needs to be addressed in the new policy.  A committee to review the proposed personnel policy will be formed at January 2011 meeting. 

Agenda for Periodic Review –Cable Franchise with Mediacom Cable.  Counselor Carlson discussed items that need to be put on the agenda for a periodic review meeting with MediaCom.  Get their point of view how they were interpreting the Review, Councilor Carlson stated that the franchise renewal process will start next year, hopefully do in-house without having to pay lawyer fees. The Periodic Review meeting with Mediacom would discuss the status of the current agreement; it is not intended to negotiate a new franchise agreement.  

Northeast Service Cooperative Transport Hub:  A meeting will be held Dec 9, 2010 at 1pm regarding the $47, 00,000 NE Service Cooperative Middle Mile fiber optic project installation in Moose Lake.   The City has concerns about fiber optic redundancy, emergency response issues GIS mapping of the county, and connection to MN Armor system. A HUB location in Moose Lake is a critical need. Due to the large state facilities located in the City limits. It is expected that the fiber optic will be installed in late 2011 or early 2012. 

NEW BUSINESS:  

John Marinac-Compudyne Inc.  Request to rent space on City Water Tower - Ron Goldberg, a network engineer for Compudyne stated that a wireless antenna and radio equipment were needed to serve Gateway Clinic.  This equipment would also connect to a tower in Barnum, and a GFHC in Sandstone.  Mayor Shaw informed the council that he would need to talk to the Power and Light board. Counselor Carlton discussed a previous City Resolution and that the Water and Light Commissions would need to be consulted before a final decision could be made by the City Council.

Request of Bradd Mlaskoch to accept road in Park Place Addition.  Mr. Mlaskoch is requesting that the City accept a road in Park Place addition. A soil engineering study conducted by Twin Ports Testing concluded that the road bed must be substantially upgraded and also that the road should be paved. City Engineer Tim Korby had not completed review to the soil report, but had indicated that extensive improvements would need to be done to comply with city code.  Mlaskoch had stated that he would agree to install additional Class five material and widen the road in the spring of 2011. Street Department Director Skelton stated that the road is in pretty bad shape and would need major upgrades.  Administrator Vahlsing recommended not taking further action on the request until the written report from Tim Korby is received.  

Mayor Shaw welcomed Phil Entner the new city maintenance worker.

REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  

Police Department Report:  Chief Bogenholm stated there was a burglary in one of the restaurants in town and is working on that case.  He stated that the police have been up to DOC and MSOP quite a bit, working on cases.  The new squad car is working well.  He is still struggling with some computer issues.  He suggested that the City advertise and accept bids for the 2002 squad.   Mayor Shaw questioned if logs are kept with how much time is spent at DOC or MSOP.  ICR is set up and would be in reports the time spent.  He thought that there should be some avenue to get revenue from these entities to support our department.  Services rendered become a legitimate cost to our department.
