REGULAR MEETING

MOOSE LAKE CITY COUNCIL

Wednesday, January 12, 2011 – 6:30 PM
City Administrator Vahlsing administered the Oath of Office to Mayor Ted Shaw, Councilors Bill Carlson, Jim Michalski, and Curt Yort. 

Call to Order:  Mayor Ted Shaw called the meeting of the Moose Lake City Council to Order.  In addition to Mayor Ted Shaw, the following City Councilors were in attendance:  Bill Carlson, Curt Yort, Jim Michalski and Kris Huso.  Also in attendance was: City Administrator, Mark Vahlsing; Chief of Police, Bryce Bogenholm, Jason Douglas and Keith Carlson Mercy Hospital, Dale Heaton, Les Davidson, Deb Mohelski Moose Lake Power and Light, Lois Johnson, Eddie Palkie, Carlton County Economic Development Director Pat Oman, John, Joanne, Robby, Charlie Unzen, Maggie Unzen, Stan Jensen. 
Changes/Additions made to Agenda per Mayor Ted Shaw.  Councilor Huso motioned to accept agenda, Councilor Carlson seconded. Motion carried. 

Mayor Shaw presented Service to City of Moose Lake recognitions to the following:

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion to approve Consent Agenda with noted corrections to December 8, 2010 Regular Minutes and Financial Report by Councilor Yort, seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried. 
PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Stan Jensen – Discussed issue regarding stop signs on Jon Brown Drive and Clausen Drive. Administrator Vahlsing commented that the County Engineer reviewed intersection/street and he did not feel it warranted a stop sign.  Chief Bryce Bogenholm stated it is an issue that will be put to rest. 

Stan Jensen – Relating to MLPD report.  How many citations issued on extensive report?  Administrative Citation Tickets Program – how is this program working? Chief Bryce Bogenholm stated citations are listed on the report of those issued.  The Administrative Citation Ticket Program has not been implemented as of yet as software is still being installed. Hopefully February or March of 2011 this program will be in effect. Stan wanted to know why more warnings are issued than citations. Chief Bogenholm stated it is officer preference. Stan states he feels there are double-standards – not issuing ATV warnings/citations yet Stan rode ATV to work and was stopped and told by an officer to get on the trail. Chief Bogenholm commented that they do issue warnings for ATVs driving on city highways. Mayor Shaw stated this should be addressed as he feels ATVs are using the city highway to enter gas stations. ATVs should be on a corridor access to get to gas stations. 
PREVIOUSLY DISCUSSED BUSINESS: 
John Marinac-Compudyne Inc Request to rent space on City water tower for wireless antenna and radio equipment to serve Gateway Clinic. Review lease agreement.  Request was referred to Power and Light. Enter into agreement between MooseTec, Power and Light, City and Compudyne.  Agreement reviewed and felt it was an appropriate agreement. Administrator Vahlsing would recommend the format of the agreement and approving.   Administrator Vahlsing recommended approving with addendum included.  Councilor Yort also recommended a copy be sent to City so we are kept informed. 
Motion made by Councilor Carlson to approve agreement with addendum added, Councilor Huso seconded.  Motion carried.  
Update on wastewater billing dispute – Minnesota Department of Corrections.  DOC has agreed to pay for grinder pump station at $42,000  that has already been installed? City. Administrator Vahlsing states DOC does not want the wastewater negotiations to be a public meeting. 
City Personnel Policy.  Council committee to review draft policy.  Administrator Vahlsing recommended Mayor Shaw and the Personnel Liaison Kris Huso meet with Administrator Vahlsing to review the policy.  When that meeting is complete, the policy would come back before the City Council for further review. 
Mlaskoch Excavating – Request for City to accept road in Park Place addition.  Administrator Vahlsing had no new information to report. 
NEW BUSINESS: 
Jason Douglas – Mercy Hospital Alliance with SMDC and expansion update.  A PowerPoint  presentation of goals and vision was given by Mr. Douglas  He also discussed a preliminary Memorandum of Understanding with Essentia Health Services: The agreement has a 6-9 month timeline and is non-binding. 
Keith Carlson Mercy Hospital Finance Director - commented on Facility Master Plan.  Proposed drawing submitted: Two-story building, relocates main hospital entrance, single patient rooms, Emergency Room privacy, and creates departmental efficiencies.   The Arrowhead Lane Property has been purchased by Mercy Hospital. They may relocate some outpatient services including fitness center, physical, occupational and speech therapy, along with home care services. .
Councilor Yort asked who will have overall operational control.  Would the Hospital Board still have veto power? A due diligence evaluation process needs to be followed that looks at a shared governance model and keeps the hospital district intact.  Mr. Douglas stated that he advocates keeping the Hospital Board involved and maintaining a strong say in services that are provided. The goal of both organizations is to see services increase. Councilor Carlson asked:  Will all changes still be governed by Board? Mr. Douglas assured him that there will still be an election process and the Board will remain intact. 
Pat Oman – Update on activities of Carlton County Economic Development.  Mr Oman reviewed Carlton County Economic Development Initiatives for 2010. $250,000 in loans have been provided in 2010.    Quite a bit of marketing being done to bring businesses to the City.  Councilor Carlson states some organizations still need help in Moose Lake, i.e. Historical Society.  Mr. Oman stated that in 2004 a loan was given to the Historical Society and his department would be more than willing to help write grants for this organization. Mr. Oman commented on grants that are currently pending. Small City Development Grant is pending that would be available for Historical Society if they submitted a letter of intent for this grant.  Retail Study and Family Housing study to be undertaken in 2011.  Mayor Shaw thanked Mr. Oman for the accomplishments his department has contributed.  The Carlton County Small Cities Development Program for 2011 is underway. This program has been very successful in the past.  The program includes: Owner-Occupied Housing Rehabilitation Program, Homeowners Assistance Program and Commercial Rehabilitation Program. 
Annual Staff and Committee Appointments. 
Motion by Councilor Carlson that City Administrator and Assistant City Administrator also be designated City Clerk/Treasurer, seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried. 
Motion made by Councilor Yort  to accept annual appointments, seconded by Councilor Huso Motion Motion carried. 
Appoint Building Official. Administrator Vahlsing stated that 9 resumes were received for the contracted part-time Building Official position. Councilor Yort suggested someone interview the candidates and make a recommendation to Council. Administrator Vahlsing, after reviewing candidates, recommends Duane Grace.    
Motion made by Councilor Huso and seconded by Councilor Michalski to appoint Duane Grace as building official. Motion carried. 
ALCO Store – 3.2 non-intoxicating liquor license application.  Councilor Yort made a motion to approve application, seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried. 
Resolution 11-01-01 Charitable Gambling License Renewal – Moose Lake Hockey. Is requesting approval to add Tip Board and Bingo to their Charitable gambling license.  . Motion to accept Resolution 11-01-01 by Councilor Michalski and seconded by Councilor Huso.  Motion carried.  
Councilor Bill Carlson – Resignation from Public Access Coordinator Position and request for letter of support NESC Middle Mile Fiber Project Regional Video Pilot Site.  .  This position is definitely a benefit to City and area.  
Motion to accept Councilor Carlson’s resignation made by Councilor Huso and seconded by Councilor Yort.  Motion carried.  
Motion made by Councilor Huso to adopt Resolution 11-01-02- to request that the NESC Middle Mile Fiber Project locate a video pilot site in the City of Moose Lake, seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried.  
Adopt fee schedule. Mayor Shaw pointed out the changes made to the proposed fee schedule for 2011.  See handout. Deb Mohelski also stated changes to fees.  
Motion made to accept the City of Moose Lake Fee Schedule for 2011 with noted changes by Councilor Huso and seconded by Councilor Carlson.  Motion carried.  
2010 Audit Service Proposal – McGladrey Pullen, Duluth, MN.  Administrator Vahlsing stated that the audit proposal for year end 2010 is about $6000 less than last year. He also stated that City staff has felt that McGladrey, has done a good job for the city in previous years.  
Motion made to accept the 2010 Audit Service Proposal of McGladrey Pullen by Councilor Carlson, seconded by Councilor Yort.  Motion carried.  
A. League of MN Cities Insurance – Liability Coverage Waiver.  Motion made not to waive the MN Statutory liability limits by Councilor Yort and seconded by Councilor Huso. Motion carried.  
REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE: 
Police Department Report.  Chief Bryce Bogenholm stated an estimate of what department spends at DOC is included in report as requested at last regular meeting.  Question by Councilor Carlson if department can bill DOC for time spent there. Administrator Vahlsing will look into this issue.  
Moose Lake Active Living Coalition – The Minutes and Action Plan were reviewed by the Council.  Mayor Shaw stated that the committee is taking many steps to improve areas around the city for recreation, health, and active living.  

Staff Training Schedule – Administrator Vahlsing updated the Council on the 2011 staff training schedule.  There will be monthly training programs throughout the year.  Mandatory staff training sessions will be held quarterly.  Some of the training programs are required according to OSHA.  
Fire District Annual Report.  Mayor Shaw stated that there were a total of 304 calls in 2010. He thanked the Fire District for their continued extraordinary work.
