Call to Order:  Mayor Ted Shaw called the meeting of the Moose Lake City Council to Order.  In addition to Mayor Ted Shaw, the following City Councilors were in attendance:  Curt Yort, Jim Michalski and Kris Huso.

CALL TO ORDER

Pledge of Allegiance
Motion made by Councilor Yort to accept agenda with corrections and additions, Councilor Michalski seconded. Motion carried.  
6:30 p.m. Public Hearing– To gain public input on  bond refunding options for Community Building and Emergency Services Facility- Mayor Shaw opened the public hearing to order.  Bruce Kimmel – Ehlers and Associates. Discussed the required Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) for the sale of bonds to refinance the City hall/Community Center and the Emergency Services Buildings. He also discussed the bond sale and related actions that need to be completed prior to a proposed sale.
Mayor Shaw asked if there were any comments from the public.  None was received.

Motion to close public hearing made by Councilor Huso and seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried.

Motion made by Councilor Huso to accept consent agenda, Councilor Yort seconded. Motion carried.  
PUBLIC COMMENT
No public comment was received. 

PREVIOUSLY DISCUSSED BUSINESS  

Bruce Kimmel – Ehlers and Associates – Review bond refunding options. Motion made to accept Resolution 02-06-11 Adopting Capital Improvement Plan, preliminary approval to issuance of bonds made by Councilor Huso, seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried.  
Review Arena Director Job Description.  Discussion occurred on some possible additions as well as deletions to the draft arena director job description.  Mayor Shaw requested that Councilors submit their requests for additions or deletions to Administrator Vahlsing.  The final description will be submitted at next regular City Council Meeting.  
Moose Lake Area Chamber of Commerce - Request for Council consideration of 
Lodging tax.  Administrator Vahlsing provided further information including draft ordinances on the proposed lodging tax.  There were still questions on including the campgrounds in the City limits and the term of an ordinance.  Scott Williams owner of the Moose Lake Motel raised concerns about the fairness of a lodging tax and how the funds would go directly to the Chamber of Commerce.  Administrator Vahlsing stated that the funds had to be expressly used for tourism marketing purposes. Also that a separate board would be established to oversee the use of the lodging tax proceeds.    
Motion made by Councilor Yort to direct the City Administrator to draft a proposed lodging tax ordinance.  The proposed tax rate would be 3%.  The draft ordinance should also contain a sunset clause after 2 years if not extended by the City Council.  The municipal campground should also be included in the lodging tax.   Seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS  

Mercy Hospital- Request 10 foot easement – Riverside Arena Site. 


Keith Carlson, Maintenance Supervisor for Mercy Hospital. He stated that the current code does not allow windows to be put into the current Surplus building without the easement.  Administrator Vahlsing stated that the easement area did not contain any utilities and that the area of the easement would not affect the Arena site.
Motion made by Councilor Yort to authorize City Attorney to prepare the 10-foot easement contract, seconded by Councilor Huso.  Motion carried.  
Set special meeting date for City Council interviews:
Administrator Vahlsing stated that two persons had submitted letters of interest for the vacant City Council seat.  Mark “Barney” Hollis and Charles M. Peterson.
Mayor Shaw stated that a special City Council meeting would be held Tuesday June 28, 2011 at 5 p.m. to meet with the candidates.

Resolution 1-06-11 Request MN Public Facilities Authority to reduce principal for August 20, 2011 Loan payment.  Loan number  MPFA-07-011-R-FY10.  Administrator Vahlsing stated that the MN Public Facilities Authority would consider reducing the city’s August 2011 principal payment for the above referenced Clean Water Loan due to the billing issues with the State facilities over the Wastewater rate.  The City would make a partial principal payment of $35,000 plus interest by August 20, 2011.  The City would be required to pass a resolution requesting a reduction in the in August 20, 2011 principal payment.  Administrator Vahlsing recommended that the Council pass the resolution.
Motion to accept Resolution 1-06-11 by Councilor Michalski, seconded by Councilor Huso.  Motion carried.  
Julie Peterson resignation from library board.  
Mayor Shaw stated that Julie Peterson had resigned from the Library Board.  He stated that the Council would need to appoint a replacement.  A City Council representative would also need to be appointed.  Bill Carlson had submitted a letter of interest to serve again on the library board.  Mayor Shaw gave great gratitude to Julie Peterson for her dedication to the library board.  
Motion made by Councilor Yort, to accept resignation of Julie Peterson from Library Board seconded by Councilor Huso.  Motion carried.  
Mayor Shaw recommends appointing Bill Carlson to the library board. 

Motion by Councilor Huso to appoint Bill Carlson to Library Board seconded by Councilor Yort.  Motion carried.  
Pam Hall - Request to close portion of 8th Street on the evening of July 23, 2011
Pam Hall requested that a portion of 8tyh Street be closed on July 23, 2011 for a neighborhood block party.  City Administrator Vahlsing checked with Street Department Director Skelton and Police Chief Bogenholm on this request. Neither had any issues with the request.  Chief Bogenholm asked that the barricades be moved after 10:00 PM. 
Motion made by Councilor Yort to close a portion of 8th street between Ash and Arrowhead on the July 23rd, 2011 between the hours of 12 pm and 10;00 pm.  and seconded by Councilor Huso.  Motion carried.  
Discuss contract with Sports Interiors for insulation installation to Riverside 

Arena – Dan Benzie – Moose Lake Hockey Association.  
Administrator Vahlsing stated that two quotes to replace insulation in Riverside Arena had been received.  He recommended going with a bid from Sports Interiors for $53,000.  Funding for the improvements would come from grants and other funds from the Hockey Association.  

Motion by Councilor Michalski and seconded by Councilor Huso to accept proposal with Sports Interiors to insulate the Riverside Arena building.   Motion carried.  
 Approve sale of cemetery deed. Grave number 3C Lot 6, Block 1 of Sunset

Memorial Cemetery.  Motion by Councilor Yort to approve the sale of cemetery deed. Grave number 3C Lot 6, Block 1 of Sunset Memorial Cemetery seconded by Councilor Huso.  Motion carried.  
Councilor Michalski requested that the Municipal Liquor Store be open on Sunday July 3, 2011 to coincide with the 4th of July Celebration  Mayor Shaw recommended that  this be a voluntary work day for employees.  
Motion made by Councilor Michalski for the Municipal Liquor  Store to be open on July 3, 2011 if they have staff to volunteer to work, from 12pm to 12am, seconded by Councilor Huso.  Motion carried.  
Petition to annex site of wastewater pond expansion project.   City Attorney Marguerite Doran recommended that the City annex the site of the Wastewater pond expansion. Since the City owned the land the first step that needed to be completed was completion of a petition requesting annexation of the property into the City. 

 Motion made by Councilor Yort, to authorize the City attorney to prepare a petition to annex the wastewater pond area. Seconded by Councilor Michalski. Motion carried.    
Mayor Shaw listed upcoming meetings in July.
