parks, the licensing of operators and fixing penalties for violatiom,

Driveway- means a private way used by vehicles and pedestrians on
a mobile home lot.

Permit= means a written p-m.tt issued by the City Couneil allowing
a person to operate and maintain a mobile home mrk under the
previsions of this Ordinance and regulations issued hereunder.

Mobile Home- means a manufactured, transportable, single faudly
dwelling unit over 29 feet in length and 5,000 pounds in weight,
suitable for year-round occupancy and containing water supply,
waste disposal and wlectric:l conveniences designed for sttachuent
to outaide systems.

Mobile liome Lot~ means a parcel of land for the plscement of a
single mobile home and the exclusive use of its occupents.

Mobile Home Parke means a contiguous parcel of land which has been
developed for the placement of mobile homes and is owned by am

individual, a firm, trust, partnership, public or private asscciation
or corporation.

Mobile “ome Stund- means that part of an indiwvidual lot which has
been reserved for the placement of cne mobile home unit,

Park Management- means the person who owns or has charge, care or
control of the mobile nome park. —-

Park Street- means a private way which affords prinecipal meens of
access to individual mobile home lots, or auxiliary buildings.
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2.9 Permit- means a written permit or certification issued by the building
inspector permitting the comstructiom, elteration and extensiom of
any permensnt structure within the mobile home park under the
provisions of this Ordinance and regulations issued hersunder..

2.10 Perscn~ means sny individusl, firm, trust, part.nlrm.‘l.p, pub].i.a or
private association or corporation.

2.11 Service Bullding- means a structure housing toilet, lavatory and such
other facilities as may be required by this Crdinance.

2.12 Pewer Connecticn- means the cornection consisting of all pipes,
fittings and appurtenances from the drain outlet of the mobile home

to the inlet of the corresponding sewer riser pipe of the swerage
system serving the mobile home.park,

2.18 Sewer Eiser FPipe—- means that portion of the sewer lateral which

extends vertically to the ground elevation and terminates at each
mobile home lot.

2,14 Vater Connection- means the connection consisting of all pip=s,
fittings ard appurtenances from the water riser pipe to the water inlet
pipe of the distribution system within the mobile homa.

2.15 Water Riser Pipe- means that portion of the water supply system
serving the mobile home park which extends vertically to the ground
elevation and terminates at a designated point atesach mobile home
lot.

Sec. 3. PERATS.

3.1 Valid Permit+ It shall be unlswful for any person to construet, alter,
aor extend any mobile hcme park or structure within the park that are
permanant in nature within the limita of the Village of Moose Lake
unless he nolds a valid permit issued by the Building Inspector in
the name of such person for the specific constructiom, alteratiom or

extension proposed, where permanent means structures that are not on
wheels or mobils..

3.2 Applications: All applicsticons for permits shall contain the following:
(a) Name and address of applicant; (b) Location and legal deseription
of the mobile home park; and (¢) Complete engineering plens and
specifications of the proposed park including, but not limited to the
following: The area and dimensions of the tract of land; topography
sketeh of land; the mumber, locstion and sise of all mobile home lots;
the loc:tion of water and sewer lines and riser pipesa; the loeation
and width of roadway and walkways; plans and specific:tions of all
bulldings constructed or to be comstrueted within the mobile home parik;
the lheation and details of lighting and electrical systems; a
landscaping plan approved by the villsge; and park ground area and
recreation equipment be ahown cn the .-ndeesaping plan.

Fee: All applications for = permit shall be accompanied by a fee of
$10.00,. Such fees shall be in ascordance with established building
permit fees required in the Village.

Review of Applications: The Planning Commission shall review all

~ applcations for permits issued hersunder and ahall hold such hearings

a8 they may deem proper with respect therets. The findings and
recomsendations of the Planning Commission shall be forwarded to the
Village Counecil for appropriate esction.

Danial: Any persen whose application for permit urder this Orcdinance
has been denied may request and shall te granted & hearing on this ;
metter before the Planning Comzission.

See, &4 PERMIS.
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Hequired: It shall be unlswful for zny person to operate any mobile
home park within the limits of the Village of Moose Lake unless he
holds a valid permit issued by the Village Council in the mame of such
person for the specific mobile home park. All applications for
permits shall be made to the Village Council. The Village Counecil
shell issue s permit upon compliance by the applicant with the
provisions of this Ordinance.

Permit Transfer: Every person holding = permit shall give notice in
writing to the Building Inspecter within T2 hcurs after having seold,
tranaferred, given away, or otherwise disposed of interest in or
control of any mobile home park. Such notice shall be made to the
Building Inspector to include the name and address of the person
succeeding to the ownership or eontrol of such mobils home park.
Upon application in writing for transfer of the permit, the permit
shall be transferred.

Suspension or Hevocation: Whenever, upon inspection of any meoblle
home park, the Building Inspector finds thet conditioms or practices
exist which are in violation of any provisions of this Ordinance,

the Building Inspector shall give notice in writing to the person to
whom the perrit was issued that conditions or practices shall be
corrected within a 30 day period of time specified in the notice by the
Duilding Inspector. At the end of such period of tome Buidding
Inspector shall reinspect such mobile home park and, if tions
or practice have not been correscted, the Village Counmcil
Villk ge Clerk will give notice in writing of such suspensi
perscn to whom the permit is issued. Upon reeeipt of no
suspension, such person shall cease operation of such
park.
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Sec, 5. INSPECTION OF MOBILE FOME PARKS.

Compliance with Orinance: The Building Inspector is hereby authorized
and directed to male such inspections as are necessary to determine
satisfactory compliance with this Ordinance, ineluding the power

1o enter at reascnable tirzes upon any private or publie property

for said purpose.
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5.2 Hegistration Hecord: The Building Inspector, the Chief of Police,
or their duly authorized representatiwvea , shall have the power to
inspect the register containing a record of all residents of the
mobile park home.

5.3 Access: It shall be the duty of the mrk management to give the
Building Inspector free access to all lots a. reasonabls times for
the purpose of inspsstion.

5.4 Hepairs: It shall be ths duty of every oceupent of a mobile home

park to give the owner thereof or his agent or employee access to -

any part of such mobile home park at reascnable times for the purpose
of making such repairs or alterations as are needed to effect
compliance with this Ordinance.

Sec, é. NOTICES, HEARINGS AND ORDERS.

6.1 MNotiee: Whenever the Building Inspector determines that there are
reascnable grounds to believe that there has been a vielation of any
provision of this Ordinance, the Building Inspector shall give notice
of such alleged violation to the person to whom the permit or license
was iarued, as hereinafter provided, Such notice shall: (a) bs in
writing; (b) include a statement of the reascns for its issuance;
(e) allow 30 dsys time for the performance of any act it requires.
If work cannot be complsted in the 30 day pericd, extensions may be
granted if reasons for hardship do prevail and can be verified;

(d) be served upon the owner or his agent as the case zay require:
Provided that such notice or order shall be deemed to have been
prepserly served upon such owner or agent when & copy therecf has
been sent by registered mail te his last known address, or whem he
has been served with such notice by any methed aut orized or required
by the laws of the Statef

Use iequirements: (a) Ne part of any park shall be used for nom-residential
purposes, sxcept such uses that are reguired for the direet servieing and
well-being of park residents and for the management and maintemance of the

park; and (b) Nothdig contained in this section shall be deemed as prohibiting

the sale of = mctils home located on a mobile heome stand znd eomnected to
the pertinent utilities..

Hequired Separation of Mobile Homes: (a) Mobile homes shall be separated
from e ach other and from other buildings and structures by at least

twenty (200 feet or the sum of the heights of both trailer units, which-
ever is greater, Mobile homes plaged end-to-end must have minimum elearance
of fifteen (15) feet; (b) An accessery structure such as an awning, sabana,
storsge cabinet, carport, windbresk and porch which has & floor ares
axceeding twenty-five (25) Square feet, and has an opacue top or roof, shall
for purposes zmat of all separation requirements, be condidered to bs part of
the mobile hoeme; and (¢) minimum lot sises shall not be less than 5,C00
square feet.

Open Space: A minimum of five hundred (5C0) square feet per mobile home
shall be provided for definable play areas and ppen space within the iobile
home park. Sumh sreas of ppen space and play area shall not be areas
included in apy setback not shall they include any areas of less thah
twenty (20) feet in length or width,

Required Setbacks, Buffer Strip= snd Screeming: (s) All mobile homes

shall be locsted at least thirty (30) feet from any property boundary line
abutting upon a public street or highway and at lsast twenty (20) feet from
other property boundary lines; (b) There shall be a minizmum distanc: of
fifteen (15) feet between the mobile home stand end sbutting park street;
and (¢) A}l mocile home parks loc: ted adjacent to residentisl, recrecationel
commercial or industrial land uses shzll previde sereening such fances,
shrubs, trees, along the property boundry line separating the pprk and
such uses, and shall be maintained in a neat and orderly fashion.

7.3 Seil and Ground Cover Hequirements: Exposed ground surfaces in z1l parts
of every mobile home park shall be paved or covered with stone, sereeings,
or other solid material, or protected with a vegetative growth that is
capable of preventing soil erosion and of eliminating objectionable dust.

7«4 Site Drainage Requirements: The ground surface im all parts of every mobile

home park shall be graded and equipped to drain all surface water in a
safe, efficent maomer.

7.5 (Use hequirements: (a) Ne part of any park shall be used for nom-residemtial
purposes, except such uses that are required for the direet servicing and
well-being of park residents and for the management and maintemance of the
park; and (b) Nothikkg contained in this section shall be deemed as prohibiting
the sale of & motils home located on a mobile home stand znd cocmmected to
the pertinent utilities,.

7.6 HKequired Separation of Mobile Homes: (a) Mobile homes shall be separated
from e ach other and from other buildings and structures by at lsast
twenty (20§ feet or the sum of the heights of both trailer umits, which=
ever is greater, MNobiles homes placed end-to-end mmst have minimm clearance
of fifteen (15) feet; (b) An accessory structure such as an awning, sabena,
storage cabinet, carport, windbreak and porch which heas a floor area
exceeding twenty-five (25) #quare feet, and has an opacue top or roof, shall
for purposes amst of all separation requirements, be condidered to bes part of
the mobile heme; and (¢) minimum lot sises shall not be less than 5,000
square feet.

7.7 Open Space: A ainimum of five mundred (5C0) square feet per mcbile home
shall be provided for definable play areas and ppen space within the mebile
home park. Sumbh sreas of ppen space and play area shall not be arcas
included in apgy setback not shall they include any arezs of less thah
twenty (20) feet in length or width,.

7.8 Reguired Setbacks, Buffer Strip= snd Screeminmg: (&) All mobile homes
shall be locsted at least toirty (30) feet from any property boundary line
abutting upon a public street or highway and at least twenty (20) feet from
other property boundary lines; (b) There shall be a2 minimum distance of
fifteen (15) feet between the mobile home stand and sbutting park street;
and (¢) A}l mocile home parks loc: ted adjacent to residential, reecrcatiomsl
commercial or industrial lsnd uses shkzll provide sereening such fences,
shrubs, trees, along the property boundry line separating the park and
such uses, and shall be maintained in a neat and erderly fashion.

Cluster Develcpment: Cluster development shall be encouraged; in such
cases, the Planning Commission and Village Council may vary or medify the
strict application and requirements of Sections 7.6, 7.7 and 7.8 as
applied herein tc more readily sccomodate this development comecept.

Average Density: WNotwithstanding the typa of development conecept used,
the maximum density shall be 7 mobile homes per aere.

Accesory Buildings: (a) One accessory builuing for outside storage of .
equipment and refuse may be used; and (b) The aceessory buiidings shall be
a minimum of 48 square feet and designed of weather resist. nt materisl
that will enhance the general appearance of the lot.

Park Street System and Car Parking:

(a) General hequirements: All mobile home parks shell be provided With
safe and convienient vehlcular access from abutting public arens
aad streets to sach mobile home lot. Such access shall be provided by
strests, drivewys or other means.

{(b) Park Entrance: Entrance to mobile home parks shall be designed
to minimize congestion and hasards and allow free movement of traffic
to adjacent streets. No parking shall be permitted on the park ;
antrance street for a distance of 100 feet from its point of begimming.

(c) Enternal Streets: Surfaced roadways shall be of adegu:ste width to
accomadate anticipated traffic, and in any c:-se shall meet the
following minimum requireaments:

(1) All streets emcept minor streets shall be a minimum of
sixty (£0) feet in width from face of curb to face of curb.
Streets without eurb shall be conasidered minor sireets.

(2) Dead-end streets shall be limited in length to 500 feet and
shall be procided at the closed end with & cul-de-sac having
an outside roadway diameter of al least one hundred (100)
feet. All dead-end streets shall be marked with approved
signs st the entrance to the dead-end street.

(3) Minor strects thirty (30) feet in width shcll be aceeptable
only if less than 5C0 feet long end serving less than eizht
(8) mobile homes or of any length if mobile home lots abut
on one side only.

(d) Car Parking: Off-street parking areas for the use of park occupants
and o Such areas snall ba furnishod at a2 rate of at least
2) esr spuces fur sech mcbile howe lot, of which at least one-half
of the spaces may be in comrounds. A]3 off-street parking areas shall
be paved concrete or bituminous surface or crushed rock treated with
oil so it is dust free. :
